	The Core HTML Attributes are most useful with scripting and style sheets.  They can be used with EVERY tag.

id Attribute — Naming is key to associating style or interactivity to particular elements.

	
	
	
	
	class Attribute — Used to relate a group of elements to various style sheet rules.

	
	
	
	
	style Attribute — Used to add style sheet information directly to a tag.  However, it is preferable to use id or class to relate a document–wide or linked style sheet..

	
	
	
	
	title Attribute — Browsers can display this advisory text in the form of a tool tip, which might be useful to provide advice to the user.  Could conflict with our hovering CC Logo.

	
	
	
	
	Core Event Attributes — In preparation for a more dynamic Web, there is a set of core events associated with nearly every HTML element.  Any tag can have a multitude of events associated with it, paving the way for a much more dynamic Web experience.  Example: the user clicking an object is associated with an onclick event attribute.

	IN CC MANAGER:

1. retrieve testsite/qamall (Get List).

2. sort cc mgr by image name.

3. protect image named:  ttoh331x20h.gif (The Taste of Health).

4. protect image named:  dewdrops438x30h.gif (Drew Drops).

5. add tag clips to FRAMESET pages:  http://net1.csafe.com/testsite/qamall/frames/qamall–geeks–orange.html   and  http://net1.csafe.com/testsite/qamall/frames/contents2–geeks–orange.html  

6. No entries in Dynamic Content  box are necessary.

7. No manual editing of any html code with < !PROTECT> < !/PROTECT> is needed.

8. Click Submit button on cc mgr toolbar to send settings to the server.

IN BROWSER:

1. empty browser cache.

2. browse to http://net1.csafe.com/testsite/qamall/frames/qamall–geeks–orange.html.

3. on this DHTML page, under the cascading stylesheet (css) heading, click on link to TOFU site (qamall/tofu/index.html).

4. the taste of health logo is a protected image as is the dew drops logo. Test that all elements of protection correctly appear.

5. Hover over the dropdown menu options (profile, tofu, products, recipes). All links are detailed in the outline above and all links work.

6. The TOFU site displays within the nested frame. If the user feels lost or needs to view the URL for the page, a right–click on the mouse will open a menu offering the option of  ‘Open Frame in New Window’.
	
	LINKS & ADDRESSING – DROPDOWN MENUS:

· Does dropdown menu fail to drop down because of protected image?

· Does protected image obstruct dropdown menu?

· If protected image obstructs the dropdown menu, do the links in the dropdown menu continue to work?

· The protected image named:  dewdrops438x30h.gif (Drew Drops) is at the page’s bottom. When it is protected, does scrolling down to view this protected image result in any strange extra effects?

	CLIENT–SIDE IMAGE MAP ATTRIBUTE:  nohref

· used to set a region in the map that does nothing when clicked.

· <area shape=”default” nohref>

	LINKS with TARGETS– Makes the link load in the frame named in the target attribute.

<area shape=”rect” cords=”_,_,_,_” href=”xxx.html” target=”framename”>
	
	
	
	CLIENT–SIDE IMAGE MAP ATTRIBUTE:  target

· when this area of the image map is selected, the link loads the page into the frame named by the target attribute.

· If the target attribute is omitted, the current window or frame that the document is in is used.

	LINKS –  Adding logic to image maps.


	
	
	
	ADDING LOGIC to CLIENT–SIDE MAPS with JAVASCRIPT or VBScript.  

· However, most rollover–style Web interfaces do not use image maps, but rely instead on images cut up & pieced together to resemble an image map. The <area> element is less flexible than using anchors; replacing only a portion of the image on the fly is impossible.

	LINKS – Supporting both image maps using the ismap and usemap attributes in conjunction with an embedded map and a remote map.

	COMBINING SUPPORT for both CLIENT–SIDE and SERVER–SIDE IMAGE MAPS into one file.  The browser typically overrides the server–side support with the improved client–side style.  This approach guarantees backward compatibility with older browsers.

	DYNAMIC HTML – SERVER SIDE INCLUDES (ssi) – 
	
	IN CC MANAGER:

1. retrieve testsite/qamall (Get List).

2. click on qamall/mercazharaya directory.

3. sort cc mgr by image path.

4. if the shtml pages do not already exist in Dynamic Content dialog box list, then add them by clicking on the NEW button. In the Dynamic Content field type in: /testsite/qamall/mercazharaya/0001.shtml, /testsite/qamall/mercazharaya/bio.shtml, /testsite/qamall/mercazharaya/invitation.shtml,

5. set the Protection Value to be:  Protect all content that this generates. This setting selects the *Protected* radio button, as opposed to the *Protect within tags* or *Unprotected* buttons.

6. No direct protection of any images (padlock) is necessary.

7. No manual editing of any html code with < !PROTECT> < !/PROTECT> is needed.

8. Click Submit button on cc mgr toolbar to send settings to the server.

IN BROWSER:

9. empty browser cache.

10. browse to http://net1.csafe.com/testsite/qamall/frames/qamall–geeks–salmon.html.

11. on this ALL THINGS DYNAMIC page, under the server–side includes (ssi) heading, click on link to MERCAZ HARAYA site (qamall/mercazharaya/0001.shtml).

12. The bottom portion of the salmon page should turn purple.
